The Stansbury Park Community Association 

 The Stansbury Park Community Association is a non-governing governmental asso-

ciation formed in the early days by pioneering residents wanting  a forum to promote com-

munity spirit, protect community assets, and individual property values. Elected officers 

meet monthly to discuss Community and Association business. The bylaws set in the Park 

indicate that any resident can attend these meetings, but only members in good standing 

may vote on any issues.  Members in good standing is those who have paid their yearly dues 

of $35.00 per household to the Community Association. Regular monthly meetings are held 

in the Clubhouse on the first Tuesday of every month at 8:00 p.m.  All residents are encour-

aged to attend these monthly meetings. The Community Association supplies this newsletter 

quarterly to EVERY resident in Stansbury Park. For more information about the Commu-

nity Association please visit our website at: www.stansburyassoc.org 

SPCA/Architectural Control Committee (ACC)  

 All property owners in the Park are subject to the recorded protective covenants. 

You should have received a copy of these at the time you purchased your home.  The cove-

nants dictate what we as property owners can and cannot do when making improvements to 

your property. The protective covenants provide for the establishment of an Architectural 

Control Committee (ACC). This committee is made up of current residents elected through 

the SPCA. The ACC had the power to set building guidelines and establish rules for main-

taining property standards. The covenants dictate that no one may improve their property 

without first obtaining the approval from the ACC. The ACC also has the responsibility to 

enforce the protective covenants. For example, should you build a chain link fence around 

your home, which is a direct violation, you would receive a letter from the ACC informing 

your of the violation and you would be required to by law to immediately remove the fence. 

Failure to comply with the protective covenants will also be penalized by monetary fines. It 

is very important that you consult the ACC and the covenants before making any improve-

ments to your home or lot. If you have any questions concerning the protective covenants, 

or current guidelines established by the Committee, please contact one of the members, or 

attend their meetings. The ACC meets on the first and third Tuesday of every month at 7:00 

p.m. at the Clubhouse. www.stansburyassoc.org

Stansbury Park Service Agency 

 Combining the Greenbelt Service Area and the Recreation Service Area together 

formed the Stansbury Park Service Agency. Three residents are elected from each of those 

areas by the registered voters of Stansbury Park to serve as Area Trustees. The Trustees for 

the two service areas now constitute the Board of Directors of the Stansbury Park Service 

Agency. 

 The Recreation Service Agency is a county taxing district charged with the mainte-

nance and improvement of the community recreation assets. These assets include the lake, 

the community playgrounds, golf course, clubhouse, pool, and tennis courts. The funds to 

operated these facilities come from property taxes, usage fees, and income from the lease 

or rental of the assets.  

 The Greenbelts Service Agency is another County taxing district of the Park. This 

district is also responsible for the maintained and improvements of the common areas of the 

Park. Most of them are the grassy areas adjacent to the main roads and some sub-divisions. 

The income for this district comes solely from property taxes. Three residents are elected to 

these positions from the registered voters of Stansbury Park The current Chairman of the 

Service Agency is Christy Achziger and all residents are encouraged to attend their meet-

ings, which are held on the second and fourth Wednesday of each month at 7:00 p.m. at the 

Clubhouse. For more information please  visit their web site at: www.stansbuarypark.org 

Stansbury Park Sewer & Water Improvement District (SPID) 

 This is your water and sewer company. They have the responsibility of establishing 

and maintaining culinary water and sewer facilities for Stansbury. These include three deep-

water wells, a reservoir, and a mainline piping system for water, sewer, and sewer lagoons.  

Funds to operate the district come mainly from your water and sewer usage in addition to a 

small amount from the property taxes paid to the county.  Impact fees are also assessed to 

new construction, which can only be used for new facilities that will be required as the area 

grows. The Districtôs Board of Trustees is made up of three elected officials living in Stans-

bury Park. Their monthly meetings are generally held on the third Monday of the month in 

the District office at 4:00 p.m., which is located at #10 Plaza, just West of the Millpond 

Condos.

Always Face towards the object you intend to life. 

Bend at the hips, not the low back, and push the chest out, pointing forward. Then, bend your knees and 
lift with your leg muscles, keeping your back straight. 

Keep your loads light and do not lift an object that is too heavy for you. 

If you must lift a shovel full, grip the shovel with one hand as close to the blade as comfortably possible and 
the other hand on the handle (handle and arm length will vary the technique). 

Avoid twisting the back to move your object to its new locationñalways pivot your whole body to face the 
new direction. 

Keep the heaviest part of the object close to your body at your center of gravity.
