Easter Egg Hunt 
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Would You Want to Help in an 

Emergency?

F 
ollowing a major disaster, the fire and police 
departments will be overwhelmed.  People 

will be unable to access the emergency services 
they have come to expect at a moment's notice 
through 911.  People will have to rely on each 
other for help in order to meet their immediate 
life saving and life sustaining needs.   Under dis-
aster conditions people impulsively try to help 
each other, which was what happened following 
the 1985 Mexico City earthquake.  Untrained, 
spontaneous volunteers saved 800 people.  That 
is wonderful, except that 100 volunteers lost 
their lives attempting to save others.  This is a 
high price to pay and is preventable with train-
ing. 

Since we know that following a major disaster 
(especially one with no warning such as an earth-
quake), emergency services will not be able meet 
the immediate needs of communities and people 
will spontaneously volunteer, what can be done 
to prepare citizens for this eventuality? 

One Answer:  Community Emergency Response

In 1985 the Los Angeles City 
Fire Department (LAFD) 
developed and imple-
mented the C.E.R.T. con-
cept following the Los An-

gles earthquake.  The program has proven very 
beneficial and has saved many lives since.  In 
fact, it has been so successful the Federal Emer-
gency Management Agency (FEMA) adopted the 
concept and expanded it to a national program.  
Other countries have begun to adopt CERT con-
cepts for training their citizens.  

CERT-trained individuals are better prepared to 
respond to and cope with the aftermath of a dis-

capability after a disaster.  CERT-trained citizens 
provide immediate assistance to victims, organ-
ize spontaneous volunteers into effective units, 
and collect disaster intelligence that will assist 
professional responders with prioritization and 
allocation of resources following a disaster.
